1. Updates

Secondary Glazing
AP is exploring options with Jo Pickett-Baker's company Complete Fabrication.
Action: 
- AP to ask Jo to present some detailed pricing for a service to be offered through PP. PP can offer them a 'test bed' for potential products and services. 
- PR to write to Southwark Chamber of Commerce to ask whether they can name any companies that would be willing to work with PP to explore the market who we could refer them to clients. PR also to contact specific secondary-glazing companies (eg Bespoke in East Dulwich).

GPX Metering project
- AP and Hugo went to Donnachadh McCarthy’s (http://www.cix.co.uk/~dmccarthy/) house to install the first meter and encountered a few technical problems. Installation is tricky and probably going to need an electrician. LW concerned that Hugo should have understood that there would be these problems, but group agreed that this is just the nature of new technology. As well as the electrician's labour costs there will be an additional piece of hardware necessary at this site. 
Actions:
- LW to put Hugo in touch with resident electrician. 
- AP will explore potential of going halves on labour and hardware costs that will be incurred in installing the meter at Donnachadh’s house.
- need to find two or three additional sites (nb sites must be where energy is produced eg. the owner has a PV panel). 
- next PP newsletter should include a call for any energy producers in the area to contact re potential of having one of these meters installed
- LW and AP to arrange one site in TRUE.
- LW to ask a local housing association if there are any potential sites for a meter 

- LW speak to football club

LCCC application

PP would play an important role in this event - focusing on the provision of some of the workshops. Will keep updated on progress.
